The Brown County Sheriff’s Office reports the successful apprehension of escaped inmate 

Jimmy Wombles, who was taken into custody without incident earlier today. 

 

Wombles, who walked away from a secure nursing facility in Scioto County overnight was 

wanted on charges of rape, possession of firearms under disability, possession of controlled 

substances, and escape. His apprehension marks the end of a multi-agency search effort that 

began immediately following his escape.
